On Yarmila Vesovic

Her first personal explorations were inspired by Montenegro - the beautiful mountainous country
on the seaside, a country of ancestral culture where fresco painting has been practiced for
centuries.

Nowadays in these confusing and such alarming times, that govern the art world, the latest artwork
of Yarmila Vesovic depicts discreet, luminous melodies that infiltrate and anticipate in layers of
formless matter (matiére informelle). They are light that permeates through rock, a trail of passage
through the insides of deep layers that reappears on the surface.

Perfect harmony achieved among the elements, water, rock, humus represents poetic singing in
constant movement, anxiety over nature in labor on its path towards new mutations.

Yarmila Vesovic grinds rock, stone, earth extracting the essence and covering it with soft matter,
thus creating a perfect union of primordial matter and spirit. Paper, the basic weaving material
interlaces and intertwines to its utmost limits.

René Berger already anticipated the potentials of an art that corresponds more with the issues and
hopes of today’s world in 1980. He then wrote: “Nature, despite its endless patience cannot be
perpetually exploited. It can be tamed, to a certain extent, but what is more dangerous is that it
can betray us. Technology, the daughter-mother of science, has succeeded in building prestigious
fortresses that are slowly losing oxygen. Instead of locking horns with forces of nature in order to
control them, the artist decides to make us more aware of them. Abandoning the equations we are
so proud of, the artist seeks to keep pace with the rhythms. Viewed from a distance, it is through
Einstein’s enigmatic gaze that the famous formula E=mc? finds its way to painting - as a journey
towards light and matter...”

It seems as if René Berger’s text was an anticipation of Yarmila Vesovic’s artwork and that is
why | decided to quote it. It corresponds to my thoughts and | do believe that Yarmila Vesovic’s
explorations represent the most moving artwork that can be found in contemporary art. She
presents a new vision of Nature.
